Licensing Review Committee Report    -  Jane Dolan, Lic Rev Cmte Chair
Activity of the cmte over the past 3 months:
· Investigation and numerous cmte meetings regarding an interpreter.  The cmte decision was to revoke the interpreter’s license and the decision was appealed .  It will now go into a settlement hearing.
· There is another case with a background check in question, so there have been multiple  meetings on this case.
· 2 licensees had complaints substantiated and they were sanctioned
· Numerous misc inquiries to the Central Office
NC Ethics Commission Report  -  Jan Withers
· SEIs were due on April 15.    All Board members have now submitted their SEI.
· Only 1 Board member remaining to complete Ethics training and Jan has contacted that Board member.

RID Update    - Lynn Dey
· Talked with Brenda Prudhom with RID.   There is a clause in the RID standing rules about future technology changes in relation to CEUs.    Also talked with LJ Morris and Daniel Ebling about the general wording in the RID by-laws 
· Bethany:   my RID transcript shows that CEUs are *online*
· Valerie:    If the licensee is not an RID member, then we don’t have documentation if the CEU is face-to-face or online.

· Jane:   Licensees must show integrity and fill out the newly-revised NCITLB renewal form showing face-to-face or online training.

· Ashley M:  Most online classes are *CEUS-on-the-go* but we need the licensee to document if the training is online or face-to-face and our new form will do that.
· Ashley B:  LCSW has a disclaimer on its form that informs licensed counselors to keep copies their certificates to show proof of their training
· Jan:  Could Ashley M  check on the exact wording on the Licensed Counselors’ form?
· Lynn:   Suggested to NCITLB to have add a checkbox for licensees to list if they are members of RID or NCRID

· Jane:   The lic law does not require membership in RID or NCRID so there is really no need for us to add a check box for other memberships ……we only have to be concerned if the person has a valid license or not.

· Jane:   Read aloud  21 NCAC 25.0501       Continuing Education Units Rule

Lobby Consultant

· Jan discussed the general process for getting a new bill or revisions on a bill ratified by the legislature.

Long session is a budgetary session.   We are now in the long session.    The next session will be a short session with revisions to the budget.   We want 90-D revisions to take place.   We will have to wait for our revised bill for 2 years from now.

· Long session is in the odd years  (Jan –July)

· Short session  is in even years  (mid-May to July 1)

· Bethany:   Can the revisions be added in during a session?    Jan;  it depends on the sponsor.

· Danette:   Made a suggestion that the Board consult with a lobbyist about getting our proposed law revisions on the “fast track”.   She is willing to help find a consultant willing to work with the Board and proposed contacting AARP and Disability Rights of NC to see if they can share a consultant.
· Jan:   DHHS did support our proposed revisions 2 years ago so it is possible that DHHS may consider doing so again.   The Board needs to ask DHHS.
· Jane:  The lobbying consultant is a good idea.  Jan, what are your thoughts about that?

· Jan:  I must comply with the State Ethics law and I am not allowed to lobby, but I have seen how the process works.  I think it would benefit the Board to have a lobbying consultant.

· Valerie:   Will need to pay for that service?
· Jan:   Lobbying fees may be reasonable or they may choose not to be compensated.

· Bethany:   analogy of going to court  (represent yourself or hiring a lawyer)

· Ashley M:   lobbyist can be very expensive, but talk with those other organizations to see if you can use their lobbyist and maybe the organization would also want to support the revisions

· Jan:   Maybe use the lobbyist as a consultant and then the Board will need to do the legwork

· Val:   Connie Jo’s  information from Rep Burr is that “they are working on it”

· Jan:  My office keeps tabs on proceedings in the legislature and we have seen nothing at all about our proposed revisions.  

· Jane:  Maybe we could invite a lobbying consultant  to our next meeting.
