Licensing Review Committee Report
· Recent decisions:  1  licensee sanctioned for interpreting without a license, 1 licensee had license revoked  and 1 licensee changed from Full to Provisional.
Discussion of NCITLB’s  Conference Call on 2-28-13
According to  NCAC 25.0207, DSDHH requested approval of a mentorship program.  NCITLB approved the mentorship program on 2-28-13.   Jan W. recused herself from the Board’s discussion and vote because she made the mentorship request.    Some of the DSDHH Deaf Service Specialists and 1 of the DSDHH Deaf-Blind Specialists (Pat Stivland) will be the “mentee” Deaf Interpreters.
· Board will send  letter to Jan Withers to document approval of the program

· Ashley B – Can the mentees get a provisional license?

· Jan Withers – They need 30 hours of training to get a provisional license.

· Jim W – The lic law says that a person does not have to have a license to interpret IF the person is in a “board approved” mentoring program.   This decision will allow these mentees to interpret without a license and then, after the training, they can apply for a provisional license and then later, when qualified, apply for a full license.

Legislative Process & Bill Sponsorship
· Jan W:   HB 590 that we supported 2 years ago has died --- it included the changes we wanted.   HB 590 can be reintroduced or we can introduce a new bill.    We need a sponsor.    Rep Justin Burr and Rep Rosa Gill are interested in sponsoring the bill.   Cued Language transliterators are concerned that if no bill is passed which include  the proposed changes, then they would not be able to continue to work because they would not have an avenue for licensure.   I cannot tell you what to do, but I can educate you about the process to support a bill.  (handouts to the Board “Process for Tracing and Supporting a Bill”  and “talking points”)
· Jim W:   Can find someone who is willing to attach an amendment to an existing bill …..It is now too late to introduce a new bill.    Maybe there is another “Health and Welfare” bill to add this as an attachment ?  

· Jim and Jan are prohibited from pushing this bill.   Connie Jo is willing to be our “go to” person on this issue.
· Ashley M:   The NCGA has a link to sign up for cmte meeting alerts.

· Bethany:   Grateful to Connie Jo for her willingness  to assist in this process

· Jan:   A good contact would be a Deaf person in Rep Burr’s district (Stanley and Union counties)

· Jim:   Email blast to licensees for their support

· Jan:   Senator Rabon (has hearing loss) may have Bladen County in his catchment area and may be another option as this bill’s supporter in the Legislature
